How to Install the jetNEXUS ALB-X ISO 

 

Installation of the jetNEXUS ALB-X ISO requires no significant technical 

know-how; just follow the three stage guide:  

 

1. Download the ISO from the jetNEXUS web site (http://www.jetnexus.com/

download-jetnexus-albx-iso.html) and burn it to CD. You can use your de-

fault CD burner application or you can download and install a free, open 

source one such as InfraRecorder (http://infrarecorder.org/). 

 

2. Take the jetNEXUS CD youôve just burned and chose an appropriate 

server hardware platform to build as an ALB-X. We strongly recommend at 

least a high end Quad Core Processor and 1GB of RAM, an 80GB hard disk 

as well as at least two Intel or Broadcom Gigabit NICs (required).  

Note: The hard disk will be completely wiped and reformatted as part of the installation process! 

 

3. Boot the server hardware from the jetNEXUS CD - you may need to check the BIOS will boot first from the CD ROM ï and type 

ñjetnexusò at the installer prompt, followed by a short coffee break! Once the CD is ejected, the server hardware will reboot.

jetNEXUS ALB-X ISO Frequently Asked Questions 

 

  Do I need to know how to use Linux? 

No ï Installation is completely automated and all post install configuration is performed via the web interface. 

 

  What server hardware will the ALB-X ISO run on? 

 It will run on most server hardware that meets the minimum stated requirements (see below). This includes, but is not limited to: 

            - Dell 2950, 1950, 2500, 2400 

  - HP/Compaq DL360, DL380 

 

  What specification of server hardware does the ALB-X  ISO need? 

We strongly recommend at least; 
- A high end Quad Core Processor  
- 1 GB of RAM 
- A 80GB hard disk  
- At least two Intel or Broadcom Gigabit NICs (required). 

 

  What IP address will it come up on? 

On first boot it will try and find a DHCP server for an IP address. If it does not find one, then its default IP will be 192.168.100.100. 

 

  How can I initially access the new server hardware? 

You can use jetNEXUS Discovery (a Windows application), the web GUI  (https://X.X.X.X:27376), secure shell (ssh over Ether-

net), or a serial cable.
